Designer Head (Nuclear Waste from Tromaville)   
  

 
  
It was a birth to something new and different.  When I was asked to make a custom 
head armed only with a blank sheet of paper and a color selection, the challenge was 
on.  Amp tolex patterns and colors are nothing new.  I wanted to create not just 
another amp cabinet, but something you can hang on a wall. It had to have the 
"WOW!" factor.  Well, since the tolex manufacture didn't have what I needed, I had to 
create it.  Introducing, "Nuclear Waste".  It reminded me of the old Tromaville B 
movies.  Remember Nuke 'Em High?  I know, I have a sick mind...  However, it would 



be killer on stage with the right lighting.        
  
Enough of me talking, let's here what the customer said after receiving it.

Thank you so much for the awesome custom design "Nuclear Waste" Rockmod 100 
head.  I really had no idea what I was getting myself into when I asked for something 
"different".  When I got the picture in an email, I was  
amazed, and immediately forwarded it to all my friends.  Then, reality set in when I 
got to see it for myself.  Absolutely superb quality tolex job for starters.  The custom 
paint was the icing on the cake for me.  It drew a lot of  
attention at my latest gig.  I had the lighting guy point some extra lights on it during 
the show.  You couldn't miss it, hell NOBODY missed it.  I got hit with quite a few 
questions after the show.   
   
  What can I say that hasn't already been said in regards to the sound?  Not a heck of 
a lot!  This amp has 3 completely different voiced channels.  Each with a dedicated EQ, 
PLUS a boost.  You would never need more than that.  I'm a  
big fan of the footswitchable EFX loop as well.

Quikmod Challenge - (Quikmod makes any tube amp into 
a tone machine) 
  

  
  



 
  
Phil X asked me if I could make the Quikmod work on an old Gibson Atlas bass amp.  I 
told him yes.  However, the Gibson bass uses a 6EU7 instead of a straight 12AX7 or 
ECC83 preamp tube.  Spending less than a day on it, I was able to interface the amp 
through the first tube socket using the Quikmod cable.  The Quikmod can interface to 
any tube amp in minutes.    
  
By unpugging the 6EU7 and installing into the Quikmod, magic happened.  The amp 
without the Quikmod sounds surprisingly good, but there's too much bass even with 
the bass knob on zero.  The Quikmod fixed EQ is voiced for more punch and clarity, 
with just the right amount of highs and lows.   It turned the old Gibson into a 
power house with the great AC/DC midrange growl.  In addition, the only way to 
create more gain and drive with it stock was with a gain pedal.  Now with the 
Quikmod, the amp has more than enough gain for notes to sustain forever.   
  
If you have an amp that is in need of a tone overhaul, tryout the Quikmod, you won't 
be disappointed.
